ABOUT THIS INSPECTION

The purpose of this inspection is to assure government, parents and the public of the quality
of childcare and, if applicable, of nursery education. The inspection was carried out under Part
XA Children Act 1989 as introduced by the Care Standards Act 2000 and, where nursery education
is provided, under Schedule 26 of the School Standards and Framework Act 1998.

WHAT SORT OF SETTING IS IT?

Endon Kindergarten Private Day Nursery originally opened in 1992 and changed ownership in
2004. It is one of two settings managed by Jolly Kids Limited. The nursery operates from six
rooms within converted premises in the village of Endon with Endon Fun Club nearby. A
maximum of 31 children may attend the nursery at any one time. The nursery is open each
weekday from 08.00 until 18.00 all year round. All children share access to a secure enclosed
outdoor play area.

There are currently 41 children from birth to under five years on roll. Of these, 12 receive
funding for early education. Children come from a wide catchment area.

The nursery employs 15 members of staff who work with the children. Of these, 12 hold
appropriate early years qualifications and five are working towards a qualification.

THE EFFECTIVENESS OF THE PROVISION

Helping children to be healthy
The provision is satisfactory.

Older children benefit from clear organised routines which help them develop a sound
understanding of maintaining their own personal hygiene. They know that they need to wash
their hands to get the germs off and staff give good guidance to ensure they use soap and
wash them well. Effective procedures for nappy changing such as wearing protective clothing
and cleaning surfaces between changes help to prevent the spread of infection. However, other
hygiene routines for children under two years are not totally effective and have the potential
to compromise their health. This is because hand washing does not take place before they eat
their meals and the settee in the baby room is not totally clean.

Healthy and nutritional snacks and meals ensure children's dietary needs are well catered for.
Lunches are prepared by external caterers and nursery staff follow all required guidelines to
ensure food is served at the correct temperature. Healthy options are always available at each
meal and children eat well, often having a second portion. Working in partnership with parents
through each child bringing in a piece of fruit each day also enables children to make healthy
choices at snack time. This helps children develop a positive attitude towards healthy eating.
Individual dietary needs are fully discussed with parents and staff are fully aware of each child's
needs. Routines for young babies are discussed and recorded in detail. Staff ensure that these
are adhered to, feeding children on a one to one basis and letting them rest when they need
to. This helps the transition from home to nursery care.

Generally, physical development is promoted well. Babies are taken for a walk reqularly and
they visit a local toddler group each week. As they play in the room they develop their walking
skills through encouragement by staff which develops their confidence to try again. Toddlers
have great fun as they join in with the music and movement session dancing to the Christmas
songs, clapping their hands and jumping up and down. Older ones visit the local scout hall
where they can have large physical play sessions such as balancing and crawling through tunnels
and a dance teacher visits the nursery each week. This contributes to children having a positive
approach to exercise and developing a healthy lifestyle.

Protecting children from harm or neglect and helping them stay safe
The provision is good.

There is suitable space within the setting for children to play with the toys and equipment. In
the baby room separate areas are used for babies who are walking and younger ones who are
beginning to crawl which ensures their safety. Older children have their own group room but,
are also able to use a quiet room for creative play and rest. Areas are maintained well on the
whole and provide a very welcoming environment. Rooms and the entrance hall are bright and
inviting with many photographs of children taking part in activities and their paintings displayed
in all areas. The outdoor area offers good space for children to run around and the brightly
painted fencing makes it very child friendly. There is a good range of safe, age-appropriate
resources in all the rooms. They are organised well on low shelving and in storage units labelled
with pictures to enable children to make their own choices.

Generally, there are good processes in place to keep children safe. Security is good and staff
monitor access at all times with attendance of visitors recorded. Risk assessments are completed
regularly and there is a health and safety officer identified. However, the soft seating in the
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toddler room is ripped giving children access to the foam inside. This has the potential to cause
a safety risk to children. Staff use effective methods to help children learn about keeping
themselves safe as they play. Children learn that they need to walk carefully in the nursery and
hold hands with their partner when they walk to the scout hut. They know that they should
not put their chairs by the door when they play or they may get bumped.

Children's welfare is safeguarded through staff's strong knowledge of child protection
procedures. They clearly understand the procedures for reporting any concerns and have a
good understanding of signs and symptoms that may indicate abuse. Training in this area is
promoted and all relevant guidance and procedures are in place to ensure staff follow the
correct procedures. This helps to protect children from harm and neglect.

Helping children achieve well and enjoy what they do
The provision is good.

There is a wide range of activities planned each day which ensures children have a fun time
and learn through play. Their individual needs are met effectively by staff who are enthusiastic
and value each child. Young ones in the baby room enjoy playing with the blocks copying staff
as they sit and build towers on the floor. Their learning is continually encouraged as staff count
the blocks and name the colours as they play together. Older babies have a great time as they
dress-up in the long dress and experiment with the different hats as they try them on. They
have lots of fun as they laugh and shake the instruments and try to blow them to make a noise.
Young children in the Toddler room have good opportunities to develop their creative skills
through a wide range of activities. They concentrate well as they paint their pictures of Santa
and laugh as they watch the paint fall to the paper saying 'plop’ as it does. Staff promote their
language encouraging them to talk about Santa and children saying 'Ho, ho, ho," as they imitate
what he says. Children in the Tweenie room play well together as they play with the trains.
They are relaxed and confident and show a big beaming smile when they are asked if they are
happy. Staff promote early mathematical skills as they encourage children to count how many
trains they have and develop their thinking skills by encouraging them to explain how they can
keep the snowflake in one place.

Staff make good use of the 'Birth to three matters' framework and use this to guide their
planning for children under three. A key strength of the setting is the opportunities for sensory
play. Photographs show children having lots of fun exploring the flour, spaghetti and gloop
and planning shows that children explore the heuristic baskets, feathers and balloons. Regular
observations and photographs as children play inform their progress records and ensure they
are enjoying and achieving.

Staff provide good support and are caring in their interaction. Comfort is immediately given to
young children who fall backwards when they sneeze and to others who just want a cuddle. A
new initiative in the setting is the introduction of sign language as another means of
communication. Children confidently make the signs for cow and ball during their play. Children's
independence is developed well. Babies help to put the toys in the baskets and young children
help to wipe the paint of the tables. Older ones wash their own hands and put on their own
coats to go outside. The constant use of praise by staff as they do this develops children's
confidence even further. Consequently, children are learning to become self-sufficient.

Nursery Education.

The quality of teaching and learning is good.
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Staff use activities well to promote children's learning and suggest new ideas to ensure their
interest is maintained. They build good relationships with them, engaging in their play and
promoting language through encouraging children to engage in conversation. Language is
further enhanced through the provision of French lessons. Behaviour is managed very well.
Children know that when the egg timer has finished it is time to tidy away and staff encourage
them to negotiate with each other as they try to set the seats out for the train. Staff demonstrate
a good understanding of the Foundation Stage and use this knowledge well to plan a wide
range of activities. Planning links clearly to the stepping stones with detailed learning intentions
and how they can be achieved. Although the main staff member knows the different abilities
of children, the planning does not identify how activities can be extended for the more able
children. This has the potential that other staff may not be aware of where children’s learning
needs to be further developed. The assessment system is generally effective in that observations
and progress records are completed regularly although dates are not always recorded to show
progress over time. There is a good range of resources to promote children's learning in all
areas and they are organised well to offer children choice and promote their independence.
However, the climbing equipment is not always available during winter months to enable children
to practise and develop their skills.

Children are keen learners and their concentration is developing well. They thoroughly enjoy
engaging in role play and are very confident to express their needs. Relationships with each
other are good and they accept when their friends want to wipe the seats on the train rather
than sitting down. Their self-help skills are developing as they pour their own drinks at snack
time and carry the toys back to the other room. Children's language skills are good and they
communicate well together. They talk to each other about their imaginative trip to the beach
and the jungle and talk about the different animals. They confidently tell staff how they are
going to make their Christmas card using the different shapes. Children are making good strides
in their literacy skills. They are learning to recognise their name when they put them on the
board and some are able to write some of the letters in their name when they label their pictures.
Children enjoy looking at books and confidently read the story from the pictures to staff.

Children use and understand numbers well. They recognise numbers up to nine as they press
the numbers on the toy computers and count confidently up to 11 as they count how many
arms they have drawn on their snowman. During preparation for snack children begin to develop
problems solving skills as they count how many chairs they will need for the number of children.
Children show a good understanding of shape and size. They know that they need to make a
ball shape for a snowman and that triangles are used to make the picture of a Christmas tree.
They are able to measure which clothes are the right size for their doll and explain that they
will use a little head and a big body for their robin. Opportunities for children to develop their
exploration and investigation skills are varied. They learn about change as they make cakes
and plant herbs in the garden and explore the properties of gloop. Children demonstrate a
good understanding of information and communication technology. They pretend to send texts
as they play with the telephones and know that they can send messages to Santa with an e-mail.

Children's fine manipulative skills are good. They show good control as they use the pencils to
write their names on their pictures and show good skill as they fold the paper in half to make
their cards. Children are developing their skills for using scissors with staff giving good guidance
and support. They pedal bikes competently and with agility as they take their friend for a ride
on the two-seated bike and balance well as they ride around on the scooters. Children confidently
name a wide range of colours as they choose the pink and orange card and know that brown

is lighter than black when talking about the colour of hair. They are able to express themselves
freely as they paint and draw, having great fun as they squeeze the paint through their hands.

Weekly dance sessions enable children to further express themselves as they move their bodies
to the music. Children’s imaginative skills are well developed through staff encouraging them
to initiate their own play. They take the dolls to the jungle pretending there is a lion behind
them and make a train to take them to the beach. Consequently, children are motivated to
learn and are becoming independent learners.

Helping children make a positive contribution
The provision is good.

There is a good range of resources which portray positive images of culture, gender and disability.
For example, there are jigsaws, dressing-up clothes and puppets. Different festivals are
celebrated, such as Diwali and the Chinese New Year and children write letters to a child from
Nigeria who is sponsored by the nursery. This helps children to develop their understanding of
diversity and the needs of others. Staff develop children's knowledge of the wider world even
further by taking children on trips to the nearby Fine Feathers park and Tittesworth Reservoir.
Currently, there are no children attending with learning difficulties and/or disabilities. However,
there is a clear system in place to ensure effective support is available to meet individual needs.
There is an identified Special Educational Needs Coordinator who has a good understanding
of the 'Code of Practice' and all staff are involved. Staff work closely with parents and seek
advice from external agencies to help children make progress and ensure inclusion for all.

Staff use extremely effective methods to manage children's behaviour. Stickers are used to
encourage good behaviour and the use of praise is consistent to build children’s self-esteem.
Children are told 'well done' when they say thank you for their snack and as they create their
pictures. Children’s spiritual, moral, social and cultural development is fostered. They respond
positively to the clear boundaries set by staff. When they hear the music for lunch time they
tidy away the toys, putting the dolls in the tub and line up well to go to the bathroom to wash
their hands. Consequently, children play happily together and benefit from the harmonious
environment.

Relationships with parents are positive and friendly. There is a very detailed parent information
pack informing parents of all policies and procedures with additional information displayed in
the entrance hall. There is a clear complaints procedure in place and a system to record any
complaints made. Children's individual needs are fully discussed and recorded with parents and
individual routines are obtained. These are continually updated as children move rooms to
ensure everyone is aware of each child's needs. Daily diaries for children under two years are
used to inform parents of how their child has been during the day while discussion is used for
older ones. A key strength of the setting is the family learning sessions which are available for
the nursery and the local community. These include sessions such as ‘Music Madness' and
‘Makaton' and have taken place in the village. Consequently, this enables parents and staff to
work together to meet the needs of the child.

The partnership with parents and carers of funded children is good. An overview of the
educational programme provided is included in the parent pack. Staff involve parents in their
child's learning with reqular newsletters sent home detailing what topic is being covered and
asking parents to bring items in such as recycled materials. Children take home 'Buster the
bear' to join in with the family experiences and then share what they have done with the other
children. Children's progress records are actively shared at parents' evenings with the key worker
and the head teachers from local schools being available for parents to talk to. This enables
parents to be involved and support their child's development and learning.
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Organisation
The organisation is good.

There is a good level of qualified staff who work with the children with quite a few working
towards higher qualifications. Training programmes for staff are given high importance and
most staff have a current first aid certificate. Other training courses attended include, ‘Every
Child Matters', ‘Behaviour Workshop' and 'Birth to three matters'. This helps to broaden
children's experiences and contributes to the good quality care provided.

Recruitment procedures are effective and ensure all staff are appropriately vetted. There is a

robust induction system for staff to ensure they fully understand their role with clear review

procedures in place. All required documentation is in place and all records are stored securely
to ensure confidentiality. This effectively promotes the welfare of children.

The setting is organised well and support for children is good. Staff are caring and attentive
to children's needs. They give comfort to children who bump themselves on the bike outside
and extend their learning well as they encourage young babies to shake the instruments to the
music. Relationships between staff and children are positive at all times. Consequently, children
are happy and very settled in the setting. Overall, children's needs are met.

The leadership and management of funded children is good. The clear appraisal system through
involving all staff in feedback on performance of individuals, ensures that it is very effective.
Reviews of practice also take place through support and advice from external agencies and
achieving accreditation through a '‘Quality Counts' award. Feedback on performance is also
gathered from questionnaires given to parents. The well-organised processes to assess the
strengths and weaknesses of the setting ensure children are making good progress towards
the early learning goals.

Improvements since the last inspection

At the last inspection the provider was asked to improve the recording of staff attendance to
show who is caring for which children including when staff are involved in school runs. The
system is revised and there is now a clear format which identifies which staff are out of the
building taking and collecting children to and from school. This ensures children's welfare is
promoted.

This is the first inspection for nursery education.

Complaints since the last inspection

Since the last inspection there have been no complaints made to Ofsted that required the
provider or Ofsted to take any action in order to meet the National Standards.

WHAT SORT OF SETTING IS IT?

Endon Fun Club opened in 1998. In 2004 it changed owners. It operates from the
main hall and small room in Endon Scout Hall situated in the village of Endon, close
to Endon Kindergarten. The out of school club serves the local area.

Children attend for a variety of sessions. The setting supports children with special
needs, and who speak English as an additional language.

The group opens five days a week during school term time and during school
holidays. Term time sessions are from 15:00 until 18:00. School holiday sessions are
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from 08:00 until 18:00.

Five staff work with the children in total. Two staff have early years qualifications to
NVQ level 3. The setting has undertaken Quality Counts and received an award June
2004.

|THE EFFECTIVENESS OF THE PROVISION

Helping children to be healthy
The provision is good.

Children’s good health within the provision is supported by staff who follow effective
hygiene procedures. Children gain an understanding of the importance of personal
hygiene as they are encouraged to wash their hands before snack and after visiting
the toilet thus reducing the possibility of the spread of germs.

Children’s accidents are recorded accurately and are signed by parents. Staff hold
appropriate first aid qualifications and have a separate first aid box for the care of
children at the club thus ensuring that any accidents that arise are dealt with
appropriately and details are conveyed appropriately to parents.

Children have access to fruit and vegetable sticks for snack during the day and have
good access to fresh drinking water. During the inspection children helped to make
soup by washing and peeling vegetables. Staff listened carefully as the children
volunteered their thoughts about what the soup would taste like. Children talked
about their favourite kinds of food and staff and children discussed between
themselves which ones were healthy and why. Consequently, children are beginning
to develop an appreciation of the importance of healthy eating.

Children have access to safe and spacious outdoor facilities where they are able to
partake in structured games or free play activities. Staff and parents are keen to
encourage outdoor play. As a consequence, the setting provides children with a good
range of outdoor play equipment. Staff regularly invite a local gym instructor to the
setting to share his knowledge of games and outdoor activities with the children.
Subsequently children are beginning to gain an understanding and appreciation of
the importance of keeping active.

Protecting children from harm or neglect and helping them stay safe
The provision is satisfactory.

Children have exclusive use of the local Scout hall which is clean, suitably
maintained, light and well ventilated. It offers them a good space in which to rest or
play. There is adequate space for the number and age of children attending to enable
them to move freely and safely. Personal needs are satisfied as there are suitable
toileting and hand washing facilities in place.

There is an appropriate range of toys to cater for the needs of the children who
attend. However, there is limited small and appropriately sized furniture. Additionally,
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not all of the equipment can be independently accessed by the children to enable
them to make free choices about their play.

Staff effectively manage the children’s safety within the setting as they undertake
formal risk assessments of the areas used by the children. This includes a daily
ongoing assessment of the play space and areas accessed independently by the
children, such as the toilets and outdoor play area, to ensure children remain safe
from harm.

Staff are often quick to intervene and help children. Children are not given sufficient
time or regular opportunities to develop self help skills and independence, for
example tying own shoes laces, helping to stack chairs and clearing away after
snack. Children are not always encouraged to tidy up and expect staff to do this.
Consequently, they have insufficient opportunities to learn by doing things for
themselves to developing an awareness of personal safety and responsibility.

Children are adequately protected as most staff have a clear understanding of child
protection and a good knowledge and awareness of the signs and symptoms of
abuse. Consequently, children are adequately protected because staff clearly
understand their role in respect of child protection.

Helping children achieve well and enjoy what they do
The provision is good.

Children feel secure and have access to a relaxed environment. They settle well in
the provision and are confident and keen to access a suitable range of play activities,
such as table top games, jigsaws and puzzles. Staff have a warm and friendly
relationship with the children, for example whilst huddled together listening to stories
under the shade of a tree, enabling them to feel valued and cherished

Staff have a good knowledge of how children develop through play. They actively
encourage play by planning and providing fun learning activities for the children such
as making soup but are also keen to allow children the freedom to initiate play
opportunities of their own, as they arise naturally, for example skipping and tag
game.

Children show an interest in exploring and investigating their surroundings and the
equipment offered, particularly outdoors where children have made dens and hiding
places. As a result, the children are stimulated and their capabilities extended.

Children are offered good opportunities to be creative. Staff provide the children with
a good range of creative equipment which enables them to follow activities and ideas
suggested by staff. Children have spent time and effort decorating flower pots and
their achievements are acknowledged and celebrated in a collective display.
Consequently, children feel valued, grow in self confidence and feel a part of the
environment in which they play.

Children partake in trips away from the setting which enhances their experiences
beyond the everyday. Recently children have visited a local activity centre, nature
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reserve, farm and museum. Children are happy and eager to try new experiences. In
discussion, they are animated to share information about the experiences they have
enjoyed.

Helping children make a positive contribution
The provision is satisfactory.

Children are developing some understanding of how everyone positively contributes
in society. Knowledge of the wider world and equality of opportunity is promoted by
staff who engage children in activities which celebrate world festivals. Some activities
are adapted to ensure children’s needs are met across the wide age range who
attend. However, currently children have limited access to resources to enable them
to learn about the wider world independently .

Children with special needs are welcome at the club and most staff have some
experience of working with children with special needs. Staff demonstrate an
adequate knowledge and understanding of issues surrounding the care of this group
of children in order to ensure that their care needs are met.

There is a behaviour policy in place and staff have established some behaviour
boundaries. However, although most children do know what is expected of them,
they do not always follow this through, for example running inside and avoiding
clearing up. Currently, ground rules in respect of the behaviour have not been
established with the children to embrace the views and needs of all children and
staff.

Staff have adopted a proactive view to seeking the views of parents and children.
They have sent out evaluation forms to both parents and children. Their response
and comments have been acted upon by staff, for example additional equipment was
purchased recently to better provide for outdoor play thus ensuring that children are
cared for according to the wishes of parents.

Appropriate arrangements are in place to ensure that children are collected by the
right person. Information kept about each child is reviewed annually and updated
regularly to ensure that records are accurate.

Organisation
The organisation is good.

The welfare, care and learning of the children is promoted through the maintenance
of records, policies and procedures which are required for the efficient and safe
management of the provision. These policies work well in practice and help to
promote children’s enjoyment, development and achievement.

Staff have a good understanding and suitable knowledge of the national standards
pertinent to Out of School Care. Most staff have gained specific training in Play Work.
Consequently the provision meets the needs of the range of the children for whom it
provides.

To improve the quality and standards of care further the registered person should
take account of the following recommendation(s):

e increase the range of toys and resources to enable children to gain an
understanding of the wider world

e increase the amount of small sized furniture to cater for the needs of all
children

¢ establish ground rules with the children to help them take responsibility and
develop a greater awareness of their own safety and which enable them to
increase their independence
